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LATE BULLETIN FROM WIRE REPORTS

The Federal Commpunications Commission announced last week that the
entire amateur two meter band (144-148B HHz) has been reassigned
gffective April 30, in the official Report and Order, issued April 1,
1989, the FCC effectively shut down ‘all amateur operations on two
peters, The FCC made it clear that there would be no opportunity to
reverse the decision. The text of that Report and Order will be
published here next month.

According to a bulletin received by the Official Bulletin Btation in
Norco, the FCC has reallocated the entire band to the United Parcel
Bervice, This makes two bands taken from the amateur community to
benefit users such as UPS. UPS is reported to be offering an allowance
to all amateurs willing to sell their two meter equipment. The company
is offering $350 for hand helds and $735 for base radios. They intend to
uge the acquired squipment in their nationwide operation on an interim
basis until Motorola can supply real eqguipment. Repeater sites and
gquipment reportedly would go for $300 egach.

The ARRL has set up a toll-free hotline for disseminating information on
thig happening.
